The third part of the special exhibition of Namsa Painter Lee Joon(1919-2021) at the SHAH Gallery will be
presented from December 16, 2022 to January 18, 2023.

Artist Lee Joon's third exhibition part «The Life of Acrobat» consists of a series of 'Piero’ that projects
the artist's ego and contains the joys and sorrows of lyrical life, and a geometric abstract work that shows
sophisticated color division and color bands.

The first exhibition part «A stranger in Eurpope(10.14-11.9)>» showed sketches of scenes from travel to
Europe, and the second exhibition part «Abstract Landscape(11.25-12.14)» showed abstract paintings with
geometric patterns to the public through the gallery’s exhibition space.

The artist is a representative “pioneer of geometric abstraction” in Korean art history, and has presented color
abstractions reinterpreted from the nature inherent in his mind with sophisticated and delicate brush strokes.
In domestic art history, he is a person who developed abstract painting and acted as a bridging role during the
transition from conception to non-conception.

From the 1970s, geometric patterns began to capture geometrical abstractions, a major, component, in the
1950s, spherical paintings such as Piero self-portraits were the main style of painting.

It may Seem odd at fritst that a master such Lee Joon would paint a self portrait displaying a clown, but there
is a great feeling of affection and expression in what he believed may be his final piece.

In an interview with a media outlet, the artist said, "I saw the actor Jean-Louis Barolt's clown performance in
Paris in 1973. At that time, | felt a weak and sad-looking appearance in the scene of Piero, who dressed up in
an exaggerated fashion, acting pleasantly. Through the acting that seemed to overcome the heavy burden in
our lives, | thought that was the joy and sorrow of life. From this point on, my Pierrot painting became my self-
portrait.”

| hope that it will be a time for artists to feel the joys and sorrows of life through artsit Lee Joon, who worked
hard each day without letting go of his brush; gave to us abstract works of delicate color expressions that
resemble his character, and self-portraits that seemd to show the joyous freedom of a clown.

Introduction of the Artist

Lee Joon, one of the founding members of Modeon Korean art was born in 1919 in Namhae, South
Gyeongsang Province. He attended Wakayama Commercial High School in Japan in 1938 and graduated
from the Pacific Academy of Fine Arts in 1942. After returning to Korea, he was appointed as a teacher and
taught students at Masan Commercial High School and Sookmyung Girls' High School, and for many years, he
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taught at Ewha Womans University and Hongik University and worked hard to foster future students. In 1953,
he received the Presidential Award for "Manchu" at the 2nd Korea Art Exhibition, and served as a major artist
and educator for several organizations, including the chairman of the Korea Art Association and the chairman
of the Seoul Olympic Museum of Modern and Contemporary Art. Artist Lee Joon mainly dealt with spherical
painting until the 1950s, but since the early 1970s, he has shown continuous new attempts by gradually
changing the geometric patterns, color-curving, and abstraction of non- representational objects. The «
Feast of Light-Lee Joon>» exhibition held at the Gyeongnam Provincial Museum of Art in 2018 is recorded as
an exhibition commemorating Lee Joon's 100th birthday, This special exhibition the third of such an event
celebrating Korean artists from that era. Gyeongnam art Museum first recognized Yoon Joong-sik in 2012, next
Kim Byung-ki in 2016 Now, Lee Joon who passed away last year 2021 at the age of 102, will share this honor
and be recognized with a special exhibition of his contribution to our nation's Artistic history.
